The Rowlatt Act, known as the Black Law in Indian history, was passed in March 1919. The Rowlatt Act, in the name of
suppressing revolutionary activities, violated the personal liberty of Indians and gave the British government unlimited
repressive powers against Indians. On 10 September 1917, the Sedition Committee headed by Justice Sir Sydney Rowlatt was
formed to investigate revolutionary movements in India. Any Indian could be arrested on the basis of mere suspicion, could
be punished by conducting a secret trial. Peaceful sit-in demonstrations, government control on the publication of newspapers,
etc. were direct blows to the general freedom of the people. This black law was opposed all over the country. Motilal Nehru
said that under these laws, the system of 'appeal, lawyer and argument’ was abolished. This was a law which pitted Mahatma
Gandhi against the British government. During the First World War, Mahatma Gandhi had given full cooperation to the
British government, but due to the implementation of this Act, he was turned from a co-operator to a non-cooperator. The
peak of cruelty in this movement was displayed in the Jallianwala Bagh massacre on 13 April 1919 in Amritsar, which shook
the minds of all Indians and all Indians united and started protesting against the British government. This movement spread
like wildfire throughout India. This was the movement which prepared the background for the non-cooperation movement.
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Before knowing the Rowlatt Act, it is necessary to know its background. Through the presented research paper, the Rowlatt
Act and its introduction, the background of the Act, the provisions, the protests against the Act by Indians and the activities
of the British government thereafter have been discussed. Along with this, the results of the Rowlatt Act have been analyzed.
