 Films also depicted the lives and teachings of saints and spiritual leaders who considerably contributed to 

the Bhakti movement, such as Saint Thirugnana Sambandar, Saint Thirunavukkarasar (Appar), Saint 

Manikkavacakar, and Saint Andal, emphasising their devotion, miracles, and enduring cultural influence.

Bhakti Koothu & Therukoothu - These performances were common during temple festivals throughout 

Tamil Nadu. - They brought to life stories from Hindu epics like the Ramayana, Mahabharata, and various 

Puranas. - The themes often centered around characters such as Harichandra, Nandanar, Krishna, and Shiva’s 

divine plays. - Performances included live narration by the nattuvanar, expressive singing, and traditional 

instruments. - The goal was to share moral lessons and spiritual teachings with everyday people.  

  

Stage Plays and Religious Dramas 

 

Bhagavata Melas & Sabha Theatre  

These dramas began to appear in the 18th and 19th centuries, especially in places like Melattur. - Their stories 

mainly focused on the Bhagavatam, especially tales like Prahlada’s devotion. - They kept the musical and 

dramatic roots of street performances alive. - Over time, they became more refined for urban audiences, 

performed in cultural halls and “sabhas.”  

 

 Birth of Devotional Tamil Cinema (1930s–1950s) 

 

Mythological Films  

The first Tamil talkie was Kalidas in 1931. - Classic devotional films include Bhakta Prahlada (1932), 

Nandanar (1935 and 1942), and Haridas (1944). - These movies carried over elements of Koothu, like moral 

storytelling. - Songs were often based on traditional hymns such as Thevaram and Thiruppugazh. - The 

portrayals of gods and saints were heroic and larger-than-life.
