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Abstract: The Exam MCQ App aims at the modern educational system, for making it easy to conduct online exams smoothly. This
application is developed for educational purposes to enhance the online mode examination process. The app provides two user
platforms one for the teachers and other for students. The teacher interface includes adding new subject or category upon which
students are supposed to be tested. It also has functionality of adding new sets according to the requirement. The idea of different
sets avoids mass cheating among student which reduces the worth of examination process. Teacher's interface has functionality to
add questions either manually by pressing add button or by attaching excel sheet consisting of questions. On the other side student's
interface has got options for selecting subject and then the sets get assigned to them in a random manner. Then they are moved to
question activity which consists of questions in the MCQ format. After completion of quiz, we get the results instantly. Students
can also bookmark questions for future reference.

Algorithm and process design

Android Studio is the official integrated development environment (IDE) for Google's Android operating system, built on
JetBrains' IntelliJ IDEA software and designed specifically for Android development.

Android applications use XML to create layout files. Unlike HTML, XML is case-sensitive, requires each tag be closed,
and preserves whitespace.

First, we design Ul with the help of activity _main.xml.

There are many types of layout present in android studio like Linear Layout, Relative Layout, Constraint Layout, Table
Layout, Frame Layout, List View, Grid View, Absolute Layout.

Here the parent layout is a Linear Layout whose orientation is set to vertical. Inside it, there is one Image View, one Text
View, two Buttons, and two Image Button. The Button and Image Button are inside a child Linear Layout for horizontal
orientation. Image View is used for displaying image and Text View is used to display the question and Button is used to
indicate true/false and Image Button for navigating to next/previous question.

Android applications can be built using two programming languages java and kotlin. This application is built using java.
Java is a popular object- oriented programming language which contains classes, which are used to define objects, and
methods, which are assigned to individual classes.

We create java class for question model, subject categories and sets activity as shown in Fig-2.

In Android, Adapter is a bridge between Ul component and data source that helps us to fill data in Ul component. [1]
Working with MainActivity.java - on Create () method is invoked first when the app is launched. Question [] array is
instantiated with question Id and right answer to the question. setOnClickListener () method is invoked whenever
Button/Image Button is clicked, so when the user clicks a button it checks for its Id by getld () method and performs actions
as per our logic. update Question () updates question by set text () method of Text View and changes images by keeping
track of question number. check Answer () method checks the original answer with the button clicked and uses Toast to
display text accordingly.

Teacher’s interface is almost same as that of student’s interface, although teacher’s interface has additional activity which
allows teacher to add new category or new subject tab. After adding new category, teachers can as well add new sets. After
adding new sets teachers get option to add questions manually or add questions through excel sheet.

For maintaining backend, we use firebase which is reliable and extensively used for android applications.

Google Firebase is a Google-backed application development software that enables developers to develop iOS, Android
and Web apps. Firebase provides tools for tracking analytics, reporting and fixing app crashes, creating marketing and
product experiment.
